Heater is for use on 240 volts.The cord has
a 3-prong plug as shown. No adapter is
available, and none should be used.

The wall receptacle must be a 240 volt
grounding outlet with NEMA Code as shown in chart. Properly
installed, it provides a ground connection through the cord to
the heater to protect from electric shock. If you are unable to
insert the plug into the outlet, contact an electrician.

1 Insert plug firmly into receptacle. Be sure plug fits tightly. A
loose fit will cause overheating and damage to the plug. Plug
and cord may feel warm during normal usage. Do not use
an extension cord.
